The Senior Girls will play at 5:30 pm followed by the Senior Boys at
8:00 pm. Both games will be televised live on ESPNU. This is your opportunity to perform in front of the entire
lacrosse community, including a national television audience.

Travel Planning

Each player is responsible for arranging their own travel to and from Baltimore for the event. Please plan to arrive
in Baltimore no later than Friday, July 28 and check-in at the headquarters hotel (Royal Sonesta Harbor Court)
between 9:00 am-12:00 pm. Please make your travel plans as soon as possible to insure a timely arrival.

Players will be provided a complimentary room at the headquarters hotel for the duration of the event. Each
player is required to stay at the hotel and will be assigned another player as a roommate.
