This is your opportunity to perform in front of the entire lacrosse
community, including a national television audience.

Travel Planning

Each player is responsible for arranging their own travel to and from Baltimore for the event. Please plan to arrive
in Baltimore no later than Friday, July 24 and check-in at the headquarters hotel (Royal Sonesta Harbor Court)
between 9:00-11:30 am. Please make your travel plans as soon as possible to ensure a timely arrival.
